Introduction

The Brigstock Neighbourhood Plan will allocate one or more sites for new housing. National planning practice advises that parish
councils should carry out an appraisal of options and an assessment of individual sites against clearly identified criteria. This
Framework sets out how we will assess sites for the allocation of land for housing development.

Where did the site suggestions come from?

East Northamptonshire Council has prepared a Strategic Housing Land Availability Assessment (SHLAA) which forms a key component
of the Local Plan evidence base. The SHLAA identifies the future supply of land which is suitable, available and achievable for
housing development in East Northamptonshire. Unsuitable sites e.g. those subject to flooding, site access, archaeology and ecology
problems have been excluded. The assessment identifies all sites and broad locations regardless of the amount of development
needed to provide for housing needs.

The SHLAA identifies eight sites in Brigstock with a total potential yield of 406 dwellings.

Site Assessment Criteria

Sustainability Appraisal (SA) is a process for considering and communicating the likely effects of plans, with a view to avoiding and
mitigating negative effects and maximising the positives. A SA of the North Northamptonshire Joint Core Strategy was a legal
requirement stemming from the EU ‘Strategic Environmental Assessment’ (SEA) Directive and it allowed the North Northamptonshire
Joint Planning Unit to assess its plan against a set of 21 sustainability objectives developed in consultation with key stakeholders.
These objectives will also help us to identify the relative environmental, social and economic performance of development options,
and to evaluate which of these are the most sustainable.

The Site Assessment Criteria are therefore based on the sustainability framework developed for the Joint Core Strategy Sustainability
Appraisal. The Site Assessment Criteria will promote sustainable development by assessing the extent to which each potential
housing site will help to achieve relevant environmental, economic and social objectives.

There are two sustainability objectives which cannot be applied at a local scale and so the impact of all new development sites in
Brigstock would be neutral:



= Reduce the emissions of greenhouse gases and impact of climate change (adaptation);
= To mitigate climate change by minimising carbon based energy usage by increasing energy efficiency and to develop North
Northamptonshire’s renewable energy resource, reducing dependency on non-renewable resources.

3.4 The remaining 19 objectives have one or more criteria which allow a site’s performance against that objective to be assessed.

The development proposed is
residential development of
110 houses, with access and
associated infrastructure at
land off Benefield Road and
Old Dry Lane.

‘In recent years the A6116
bypass has been built to the
north of the village but with a
green buffer between the
bypass and the village. Most
of the villages alongside the
A6116 have been similarly
bypassed. The green buffer is
both a visual and a practical
feature. In addition to
separating the village from
the noise of the traffic, it also
provides visual separation
between the two, to the
benefit of both the occupants
of the village and the people
travelling along the road.’

This criterion is of considerable
importance to the Neighbourhood
Plan Sub-Committee.

Sites that score red against this
criterion are very likely to score red
overall against criterion 9.
