The site is situated in the south west area of the village, close to the village
centre and has Bridge St as its eastern boundary. The site is presently used by the
Cricket Club with 2 adult feams, and youth teams and fraining sessions. This is
available to all the village, as well as sportsmen from outside the village.
The site is also used for many community events such as the Fireworks Display,
Beer Festival fun day, and for school outside activities.

The site definitely has “local character”. This field has existed in this form since
records began. Itis a grass meadow and has been used for recreation since
1958.
It is an important open space used for many village events as well as the cricket
matches.

This site is fully accessible to the public with 2 public footpaths crossing the site.
It is used by residents exercising their dogs on a regular basis.
It is used for many community events during the year being the only large
accessible green that is available in the village.
The site is bordered by Harpers Brook on the north side. During periods of
flooding, parts of the field do go under water acting as flood plain. The levels
soon drop and the field quickly becomes usable again.
The primary school which is located off Bridge St does not have its own playing
field and uses the Meadow as its main exercise and games area. Without this,
the school would not manage fo provide adequate sports events.
