The site definitely has “local character”. This field has existed in this form since at
least the 16th century. Itis a grass meadow and is grazed by local cattle and
horses. It has not been ploughed in living memory. Visually it is part of one of
the favourite village walks as people can look across the Park to the church,
Manor House and old water mill.

This site is not generally accessible to the public, being private grazed
farmland. It has been used in the past for special events when it was opened
to the public. The site gives an open aspect fo the village from the south to
the ancient Manor House, the Church and the old Mill House. It contributes to
the open feel and rural nature of the village.

The site is an important open space that offers views across a meadow, grazed
by cafttle or horses full of buttercups and other wild flowers in the summer and
dotted with ancient horse chestnut trees. At the far side of the meadow are the
frees that border Harper's Brook and the Manor with the village rookery near the
church. In the winter there are clear views of the Manor and the old watermill.
Park Walk forms part of a popular circular walk round Brigstock used by villagers
of all ages. Itis unusual to have such a large open space near the centre of a
village.

The site is visible from Park Walk and Bridge St which are Public Highway. The
Park is the open space over which the northern area of the village is visible.
